Crossing your legs is an extremely common habit; most people don’t even notice that they’re doing it when they sit down. While you may find it comfortable to sit with one knee crossed over the other, it might be causing health problems that you are not aware of.

A study published in Blood Pressure Monitoring stated that sitting with your legs crossed can increase your blood pressure. The reason this happens is because the blood in your legs has to work against gravity to be pumped back to your heart, crossing one leg over the other increases resistance, making it even harder for the blood to circulate. This causes your body to increase your blood pressure to push the blood back to the heart. You won’t feel any immediate effects, but if you sit for long periods of time it’s important that you take note of how long you have your legs crossed for. You shouldn’t have your legs crossed for more than 15 minutes, and it’s important that you get up and walk around at least once every hour.

Crossing your legs can also lead to neck and back pain. Ideally, it’s best for our bodies to sit with our feet planted flat, hip width apart, on the floor, but it’s not easy to maintain perfect posture all day at the office. 

You also might notice that when you sit with your legs crossed for long periods of time your feet and legs get tingly or have the feeling of being asleep. While the feeling of discomfort may only last a minute or two, repeatedly crossing your legs until they feel numb can cause permanent nerve damage.

So next time you sit down, try to get yourself in the habit of sitting with both of your feet on the floor. Not only will it help your posture and stability, but it will also save your health in the long run.

The GazeSpeak app combines a smartphone’s camera with artificial intelligence to recognize eye movements in real time and convert them into letters, words and sentences. For people suffering from ALS（渐冻症）, also known as motor neurone disease, eye movement can be the only way they are able to communicate.

“Current eye-tracking input systems for people with ALS or other motor impairments are expensive, and require frequent re-adjustment and substantial, relatively immobile setups,” said Xiaoyi Zhang, a researcher at Microsoft who developed the technology.“To lessen the drawbacks…we created GazeSpeak, an eye-gesture communication system that runs on a smartphone, and is designed to be low-cost, portable and easy to learn.”

The app is used by the listener by pointing their smartphone at the speaker. A chart that can be stuck to the back of the smartphone is then used by the speaker to determine which eye movements to make in order to communicate.

The sticker shows four grids of letters, which each correspond to a different eye movement. By looking up, down, left or right, the speaker selects which grids the letters they want belong to. The artificial intelligence mathematical steps are then able to predict the word or sentence they are trying to say.

There can be silence in conversations.But the meaning of silence varies among cultural groups.Some cultural groups may think that it is extremely uncomfortable;therefore,attempts may be made to fill every gap with conversation.Persons in other cultural groups value silence and view it as necessary for understanding a person's needs.


Many traditional Asians think that it is a basic part of communicating among people.Therefore,when a person from one of these cultures is speaking and suddenly stops,what may be implied is that the person wants the listener to consider what has been said before continuing.In these cultures,silence is a call for reflection.


Other cultures may use silence in other ways, particularly when dealing with conflicts among people or in relationships of people with different amounts of power. For example, Russian, French,and Spanish persons may use silence to show agreement between parties about the topic under discussion. Similarly, Mexicans may use silence when instructions are given by a person in authority rather than be rude to that person by arguing with him or her.


Nurses and other care-givers need to be aware of the possible meanings of silence when they come across the personal anxiety their patients may be experiencing. Nurses should recognize their own personal and cultural construction of silence so that a patient's silence is not interrupted too early or allowed to go on unnecessarily.A nurse who understands the healing（有治疗功效的）value of silence can use this understanding to assist in the care of patients from their own and from other cultures as well.

40. B     考察副词---与语境相关的逻辑推理
结合前后文，表示妈妈也要离去。also，位置不对；either，否定，逻辑不符；though，表转折，逻辑不符。
41. A     考察反身代词---与语境相关的逻辑推理
结合后文，孩子是希望妈妈不要忘记他，而不是爸爸，妹妹或妈妈。故拿的应是自己的照片。
42.B     考察描述性副词---情感线索的把握

文章情节展现的是一个天真的，爱家人的孩子，所以他带着一张“笑得很开心”的照片，而不是大声，安静，礼貌地笑。

46. B    考察介词---动词和介词的搭配 

因为孩子的钱不够，所以作者“加上”了自己的一点。up，加在一起；in，搭配不符；with，搭配不符。但有些学生习惯把放在一起的都用“with”，所以具有一定干扰性。
47. D    考察非谓语---与语境相关的逻辑推理
这里描写作者偷偷地塞钱而不被发现。being rewarded，不被回报，与文章主题不符；being asked，不被要求，与情节不符；being watched，侧重过程；而notice侧重结果。
48. C    考察动词---与语境相关的逻辑推理
