Not many of us make the connection between eating and our feelings. But understanding what

But emotional eating
can be linked to positive feelings 100, like the romance of sharing dessert on Valentine's Day or the
celebration of a holiday feast.

‘Americans have never had such a variety or abundance of food o chooss from. Besides so many
choices, we now hear about our “food print”, the amount of land needed to supply one person's
nutriional needs for & year.

A study in HotTechnology featured a new technology that improved greenhouse climates by
reducing solar heat radiation and temperatures during the hot summer season. The study, published by &
team of Canadian researchers, was the firt investigation into the effects of application of the liquid
foam(441K) technology as a shading method. Results showed thatthe technology improved greenhouse
and plant microclimates and decreased air temperature more than traditional shading curtains used by
greenhouse growers.

High temperature, solar radiation, and high vapor pressure are major greenhouse concems during
the summer season. These extreme conditions increase plant sress and decrease crop productivty and
it quality, which s not what the greeahouse growers want 1o see. Methods such as cooling and
fogging systems have been used to prevent plant heat stress during the day, and various shading
techniques are often used by growers to decrease solar radiation and reduce air and leaf temperatures.
Shade cloths reduc the amount of solar energy entering the greenhouse and consequently decreased air
temperature by parly cutting the heat portion of the solar radiaton, but this incoming energy usually
contains more than 50% heat—infrared radiation (£L4}40#), which is not useful for plant growth in
the summer

Sunarc of Canads, Inc. developed an innovative new shading technology that produces liquid foam
‘and distributes it between two layers of film (B) used as a greenhouse covering material. The
‘Canadian research team set out to determire the effets of diffeent shading strategies using the iquid
foam technology on greenhouse and plant microclimates. The research was conducted over 2 years in
two different areas of Canada, where experimental greenhouses were equipped with the new technology.

+ Tomato and sweet pepper plants were used with two shading strategies: a traditional nonmovable
0
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radiation, and foam shading spplications based on both outside global solar radiation and greenhouse
air temperature.

“This study showed that the liquid foam technology improved greenhouse climate” , noted Kamal
Aberkani, leading author of the report. “Under very sunay, very hot condifions,  difference of up 106
“C in air temperature was noted between the unshaded and shaded greenhouses as a result of liquid
foam application at 40-65% shading.”

    Up to now we’ve focused on the positive impact of the automobile on society in the United States. Today we’ll look at some of the negative effects. A number of sociologists blame the automobiles for the decline of the downtown areas of the major cities. In the 1950s and 1960s, the automobile made it possible to work in the city and yet live in the suburbs many miles away.

    Shopping patterns changed. Instead of shopping in downtown stores, people in the suburbs went to large markets built in open areas outside the city where everything was cheaper. Merchants in the cities failed. Stores closed. Downtown shopping areas became deserted. In recent years, there’s been a rebirth of a number of downtown areas, especially young married couples, who have moved into the city to avoid roads jammed with traffic between the suburbs and cities every morning and evening.

    Now, let’s look at some slides that illustrate these trends. By the way, tomorrow I’ll explain the effects of all these automobiles on the environment. For example, what happens to the atmosphere as a result of burning of gasoline and the sharp decrease of natural resources like coal?
