Dexth raes from all causs,
including disesse and aceidents, for American chiklen are lower o than they were 25 years ago
Acconding (o Child Trends, a nonprofit escarch group, between 1980 and 2003 deth rates dropped
by 44 percentfo cildren aged 5 10 14 and 32 percent for tecns aged 15 10 19,

Then thee' th whle quesion of whether modern parets are more waichfl and nevous shout
safety than previous geoerstons. Yes, some aze. Part of the problem is that with wll-to-ll
et and cable (4762 news, every missing child case gets s0 much aisime that
surpriing even normal paental ety can be increased. And many middleclass parets have.
oten used 1 managin theiechildrents time and sendin them to various eniching activiis, % the
idea ofleting them out on theie own can seem like a risk. Back in 1972, when many of today's
parents were kids, 87 percent of children who ived within ¢ il of shool walked or biked every
day.
