    Scientists also found the part of the brain that controls the mice’s singing ability. In the experiment, they damaged the cells in this part of the mice’s brain and found that the animals couldn’t keep their songs in pitch or repeat them any more. This also happened when the mice became deaf. Jarvis said that this finding had changed his understanding of the way mice make sound. “In mice we find that the pathways that are at least modulating (调整) these vocalizations (发声法) are in the forebrain, in places where you actually find them in humans,” he said. “If we’re not wrong, these findings will be a big boost（促进）to scientists studying diseases like autism（自闭症）and anxiety disorders.”

	Girl’s Crazy Historical Costumes

Stella Ehrhart, a US third-grader, dresses up as a different historical figure every day before school---yes, you heard right! The 8-year-old has been coming to class in a different persona (人物) daily since the second day of second grade, when she showed up as American author Laura Ingalls Wilder. Stella gets ideas for what to wear from the book 100 Most Important Women of the 20th Century. However, in the past she has also dressed up as fictional characters including Hermione Granger from Harry Potter. The eager student managed to get through the entire second grade without repeating herself, but now she is running out of ideas. The girl’s parents, who are both theater professionals, say they support their daughter’s “creativity”. Her mother told UK news website The Huffington Post, “She goes into her closet and just picks out what she wants each day.”

Learning Soars

How do you get a child’s early education off the ground? A head teacher in the Georgian city of Rustavi has found a unique way of creating an exciting learning environment. He has transformed a plane into a kindergarten. Gari Chapidze bought an old but functional Yakovlev Yak-42 from Georgian Airways and filled it with education equipment, games and toys, but left the cockpit (驾驶舱) untouched so it could be used as a play area. “The idea was to create a kindergarten where children go
	with joy,” Chapidze, who runs the kindergarten, told AFP. “The children come in to the kindergarten with pleasure and cry when they have to go home. They are happy here,” he added.

Taxi Driver Gets Lucky in Las Vegas

Bright lights and big wins---this is what Las Vegas is known for, and even the taxi drivers here get lucky. Well, at least recently one did. Adam Woldemarim, 42, discovered $ 221,510 in the back of his van after a long day at work. The money was in a laptop case left between the seats of the Virgin Valley cab. What did Woldemarim do with the cash? He turned it in. The Ethiopian driver soon got a call from the case’s owner who, according to the Las Vegas Review-Journal, had “won big” and was on his way to the airport when he realized he had forgotten his winnings. Woldemarim was given a $ 2,000 reward. But it was reported that the driver’s fellow taxi drivers thought he should have got a lot more.

The Philippines is fast becoming the world's low-cost English language teacher --- with rapid increases in overseas students coming to learn English or study in English-speaking universities. There might be other countries that people think about as a classic place to learn English, such as the UK, the US or Australia. But there is one key reason that they are switching to the Philippines. It's much cheaper. "We have very competitive rates compared with other countries," says English teacher, Jesy King, citing her school's fees of $500 (£313) for a 60-hour class---about a third of the price of an equivalent course in the US or Canada.

Another major advantage is the accent. Filipinos speak with a clear American accent - partly because the Philippines were a US colony for five decades, and partly because so many people here have spent time working in call centers for the US market. These centers train their staff to sound indistinguishable from Americans, so callers never realize that the person they're speaking to is on the other side of the world.

Student numbers are growing rapidly. And it's not just English language students who are coming to the Philippines --- there's also been a rapid increase in the number of foreigners applying for graduate and post-graduate courses in all kinds of fields. The main reasons that attract them are, again, the cost --- and the fact that, in the country's top universities, all classes are held in English.

Dr Alvin Culaba, the executive vice-president of De La Salle --- one of the country's top universities --- is confident that the level of teaching in his institution can compete with that found anywhere in the world. "Our programs are very comparable, or sometimes even better, than in the US and Europe," he says. De La Salle already has a lot of students from China and Japan, but there's recently been an increase in Europeans. Elizaveta Leghkaya, a Russian engineering student, is one of them. She looked at courses in Canada, Australia and New Zealand, but the program at De La Salle was a quarter of the price of the others. "Here it's much cheaper, and I'm really confident that the qualification I'll get is just the same," she says. She had found other benefits of studying in the Philippines too. "It's a good experience, as it's a different style of life than I'd get in Europe. It's interesting to learn the culture. " 

But studying in the Philippines isn't for the faint-hearted. Living here means coping with the bureaucracy and corruption (官僚腐败), and if you're in Manila, the heavy pollution. And then there's the fact that many Filipinos speak a rather different language than the rest of the English-speaking world. The Philippines markets itself as being the third largest English-speaking nation --- after the US and the UK --- a fact proudly displayed on the Department of Tourism website. And in a way, that's true. Most people speak at least basic English, and the well-educated speak it fluently. But a lot of people speak Taglish --- a mix of English and the local language Tagalog --- which is often difficult for foreigners to understand. For a foreign student trying to learn English, this will undoubtedly present some challenges.

As I write this, I have half an eye on an old James Bond film that is showing on my computer. But this is a story about how I stopped watching TV and began reading again for pleasure, after ten years in which I hardly turned a page.

I suppose I was an enthusiastic reader of "literature" between the ages of nine and fourteen. I had enough time to be White Fang, Robinson Crusoe, and Bilbo Baggins and Jeeves. Of course there was room in the schoolboy's imagination for some real historical figures: Scott of the Antarctic, all of the Vikings, and Benjamin Franklin were good friends of mine.

Then, in adolescence, I began a long search for strange and radical (激进的) ideas. I wanted to challenge my elders and betters, and shock my fellow students with amazing points of view. Of course, the only place to look was in books. I hunted out the longest titles and the authors with the funniest names; I searched the library for completely unread books. Then I found one which became my bible for the whole of 1982, it had a title composed of eleven long words and an author whose name I didn't know how to pronounce. It was really thick and looked dead serious. Even better, it put forward a whole world-view that would take days to explain. Perfect. I took it out of the library three times, proud to see the date-stamps lined up on the empty library insert.

Later, I went to university. Expecting to spend long evenings in learned discussion with clever people, I started reading philosophy. For some reason I never found the deep-thinking intellectuals I hoped to meet. Anyway, I was ready to impress with my profound (深奥的) knowledge of post-structuralism, existentialism and situationism. These things are usually explained in rather short books, but they take a long time to get through. They were the end of my youthful reading.

Working life was hard to get used to after so much theory. It was the end of books for me. There didn't seem to be much in books that would actually get things done. To do things you had to answer the telephone and work a computer. You had to travel about and speak to people who weren't at all interested in philosophy. I didn't stop reading, you can't avoid that. I read all day. But no books came my way, only manuals (操作手册) and contracts and documents. Maybe most people satisfy their need for stories and ideas with TV and, to tell the truth, it was all I needed for ten years. In those days I only had a book "on the go" for the duration of aeroplane flights. At first I would come home and watch TV over dinner. Then, I moved the TV so I could watch it from bed. I even got a switch so I could turn it off without getting out of bed. Then, one fateful day, my TV broke and my landlady took it away.

My new TV is an extra circuit board (电路板) inside my computer. It's on a desk in front of a working chair and I can't see it from the bed. I still use it for the weather forecasts and it's nice to have it on while I'm typing this… but what to do last thing at night? Well, have another go with books.

Now, I just like books. I have a pile of nice ones by my bed and I'm reading about six at the same time. I don't want to be any of the characters. I don't care if a thousand people have already read them. I don't have to search through libraries. There are books everywhere and all of them have something to read in them. I have the strange feeling that they've been there all along, waiting for me to pick them up.

You may need to refer back to an issue that was discussed during the meeting at a later date. So keeping a record of the contents of meetings is of great significance. Besides, good record-keeping is a sign of a good meeting manager as well.

So many times we think about what we are going to say and, in the process, block out valid points that other group members may be contributing. Additionally, we often hear only what we want to hear, rather than really listening to other people. Meetings that are characterized by effective listening are successful meetings.

Many times important issues can get sidetracked in a meeting, especially when everyone has a different opinion about the topic. If you anticipate a conflict prior to the meeting, discuss the issue with participants in advance. If an unanticipated conflict develops once the meeting is in progress, either appoint a subcommittee to look into the problem, or ask participants involved in the conflict to meet with you after the meeting. Doing so will help keep the discussion on track and minimize the chances of wasting participants’ valuable time.

Some people tend to monopolize meetings, whereas others wait to be asked their opinions. As the leader of the meeting, you need to keep an open mind and make sure everyone feels welcome to contribute and express ideas without criticism.

Meeting participants tend to plan the rest of their day around the time allotted for the meeting. Running late with a meeting makes members tardy for other appointments, increases the chances that members will mentally leave the meeting, and reduces your credibility as an effective meeting manager.

【解题思路】根据语境可判断对话谈论如何让画的水看起来真实。shadows 指的是投射到物品上的阴影部分，可数名词，与后面highlights 画的明亮部分形成对比。Shades指画的阴影部分，为不可数名词。Shape指形状；shelter 指遮蔽物，不合句意。

11.C【命题立意】考查代词辨析。

【解题思路】句意为别人教的东西没有自学那样的效果。故空格处应指something , that可代替不可数名词。

12.C【命题立意】考查非谓语动词用法。

【解题思路】collect 与car 之间构词被动关系。

13.B【命题立意】考查情态动词虚拟语态用法。

【解题思路】语境指孩子认为自己是成年人了，自己有选择权。父亲答语中用“Ha！”，有揶揄语气，说要是你真是个成年人，你就不会整天看卡通片了。与现在事实虚拟，意味他不认为她长大了，故B正确。A是命令，一定不能； C是本不应该做；D是不可能已发生。

14.A【命题立意】考查动词搭配。

【解题思路】settle on 选定，  settle down 定居；  settle for 勉强接受；  settle up 付清。

15.Ｃ【命题立意】考查特殊疑问词辨析。

【解题思路】根据句意知两人已有三年未见面了。后者想表达“我说不出我有多想再见你。”

16.D【命题立意】考查动词时态和非谓语用法。

【解题思路】从句意可知父亲自己不太了解车，因而他不会自己修好宝马车上的刹车，只能是请人修了，问句用了过去时，故选had it fixed。

17.C【命题立意】考查表语从句和时间状语从句。

【解题思路】第一空为表语从句,第二空为状语从句。句意为海关是当你出入境时检查行李的地方，携带行李者应如实申报。

18.A【命题立意】考查副词辨析。

【解题思路】句意为：随着社会的发展，人们生活富裕，就使得他们能购买诸如肉、牛奶等更有营养的食品。与此同时，人们的饮食中的谷物的消耗就相应下降。

19.B【命题立意】考查动词时态。

【解题思路】从语境可知姐姐在昨天的来信中提到，故用过去时。

20.A【命题立意】考查交际用语。

【解题思路】从答句可知，回答者认为肥皂剧是适合那些无事可干的人。显然，答者是不会看的。故当前者不愿去散步，并问后者是否看肥皂剧时，后者很吃惊：别开玩笑了，隐含意思为，我怎么可能会看。

24. C “中国式过马路”即“凑够一撮人就过马路”，这样有安全感。

25. A  tempting 指有诱惑力的，往往怂恿某人干不正当的事。从整句可知当红灯还亮时，大家就很想跃跃欲试，冲过马路。

26.B 指红灯，显示一红色人形图。

27.B the worst最坏的事，此处表示最糟糕会发生什么事？

28.A 本段主题句，下文讲到中国式过马路的危险性，故用固定搭配take the risk 冒险。

29.D 如果机动车方向的绿灯亮着，司机就会以为没有人会横穿马路。assuming 指假定，认为（但未能证明）。

30. A 车在刹车后到停止有一定的制动距离，required 指所需的，规定的。requested 指请求的；suggested 建议的；allowed 允许(某人拥有或某事发生)的，意思不恰当。

32.B 在错误的时间行人穿马路会阻滞车辆的行进。 at与direction搭配不对，place与 speed意思不符和语境。
